Sermon Title: Jesus My Super Hero.

Good evening Church! My sermon tonight has the title: “Jesus My Super Hero”. This sermon is about Jesus and how He used His super-powers to save the world. In comic books, TV shows and cartoons, there is sometimes a super-hero – and also a super-villain. I tell you, Jesus is that super-hero! As a matter of fact, He is the hero of this sermon. The villain is the devil and his companions; can you name some super-heroes you have seen on a TV show? Well, you may give some names like: Super Man, The Flash, and so on. These super heroes have special super powers to make them the heroes they are. In Jesus’ life He used several powers to save the world. Apart from using God’s power to heal the sick and give sight to the blind, He used these three amazing powers: DETERMINATION, LOVE and FORGIVENESS. First, we’ll take a look at DETERMINATION.
DETERMINATION: 

In Jesus’ days, the world was a wicked place, He was even born in a wicked city called Nazareth. In Nazareth Jesus grew up doing carpentry; He was determined to learn. His father taught Him to saw the wood, smooth it and even make something out of wood, and, He did it well. You see, when you are determined to do something and work on it, you will do it well. Another thing He was determined to do was to preach the gospel. He went from place to place preaching and teaching with His disciples. He was determined to finish His duty on earth, to be the Saviour of the world, to die on a cross at Calvary! Now, that’s determination!! 
You know what? I think we should be more determined in sharing the word of God: and if we are determined we will do it well. 

The next amazing power we will look at is FORGIVENESS. 
Forgiveness, as some may say, is a very hard thing to do, in fact ti was pretty hard for Jesus when He was being crucified, when the pain was unbearable for any other human being, He said these words: “…forgive them, for they know not what they do “. Could any of you say that if it were you? I doubt it. In the Bible forgiveness has been a top priority. Peter asked Jesus how much times he must forgive his brother. He asked: “…should I forgive him seven times?”   But, Jesus answered that he should forgive his brother, not seven times but seventy times seven!  He didn’t mean he should forgive him 490 times alone, but we shouldn’t stop forgiving our brothers. Now, back to the super heroes. Some super powers include super strength, super speed and x-ray vision. Forgiveness has those super powers: it is stronger than anyone could ever think! It sometimes lift the burdens of a heavy heart! Talking about super speed? Jesus is fast to forgive! When we commit our sins we ask Him for forgiveness and before we are finished asking we are forgiven – now that’s fast! Talking about x-ray vision? Forgiveness sees straight through a person. It sometimes show the characteristics of who we are. 

The third amazing power we will look at is LOVE.

Love is said to be the most powerful thing on earth, and “God is love”! Amen!!? It was because of love that He had the idea to save the world. In John 3:17 it says: “…for Jesus was not sent to condemn the world, but that the world, through Him, might be saved.” Our villain in the story of redemption made a plan to destroy the world – like in comics and TV shows; but, because of God’s love, He also made a plan – to save the world. The devil started his plan by disguising himself into a serpent and deceived Eve. That is why Jesus came on earth to cleanse the world of all sin. The devil realized this and tried to tempt Jesus to sin – but Jesus did not give up! The power of love is awesome! It gave God the strength to carry on and to go on the cross of Calvary. Love is strong in many ways, for example, without love Jesus couldn’t have saved the world. We should thank God for His love! In Jeremiah 31:3 it says: “The Lord hath appeared of old unto me saying, yeah I have loved thee with an everlasting love: therefore with loving kindness have I drawn thee.” What a loving God! Amen!!?

In comic books, TV shows and cartoons there is usually an end to the story; some stories have happy endings but some have a sad ending; but, thank God this story has a happy ending! Amen!  It ends with the second coming of Jesus! Amen!! But, let’s go back to the super heroes again. When they had produced the movie “Superman Returns” I am sure it was advertised! The second coming of Jesus is advertised in the Bible in John 14:1-3. It says: 14:1   Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me.  

  14:2   In my Father's house are many mansions: if [it were] not [so], I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you.  

  14:3   And if I go and prepare a place for you I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, [there] ye may be also. Amen! And, as I close, I say, when God makes a promise it will be fulfilled! Amen Church? Amen!
