“GO YE THEREFORE AND TEACH ALL NATIONS.... AND THIS GOSPEL OF THE KINGDOM SHALL BE PREACHED IN ALL THE WORLD…. THEN SHALL THE END COME.” Matt 24:14, 28:19.
Amazing Facts is delighted that your church is joining us for this exciting evangelistic series to be broadcast from just outside our nation’s capitol. A number of unique and dynamic components promise to make this one of the most successful events on your church calendar in the coming year. We believe that with God’s help, your church can use this event to greatly multiply its influence and effectiveness.
This evangelistic series will particularly focus on the final events of Bible prophecy. You can expect a Christ-centered and biblical approach to end-time events related with Pastor Doug’s ingenious humor and down-to-earth personable style. The Washington, D.C. area was chosen in part because Amazing Facts feels that this is the center of world attention at this volatile time in earth’s history.
Our series’ focus on the final events of Bible prophecy is well timed. Even a casual glance at tabloid headlines indicates America’s fascination with Bible prophecy. WHY SATELLITE EVANGELISM?
Satellite evangelism is an affordable way for your local church to run professional and up-to-date evangelistic meetings. Although this technology has only been used for a relatively short time, over half a million people have already become Seventh-day Adventist church members via SDA satellite evangelism. Only in heaven will we know how many millions of precious souls have experienced spiritual birth and revitalization through this mighty tool.
The benefits of satellite evangelism far outweigh the difficulties. Some in your church may feel that satellite evangelism has not been successful. However, most problems, especially low attendance, can be resolved! The key is thorough preparation, since satellite evangelism is primarily a reaping event. The challenge is that many church members, already overwhelmed with responsibilities, are bewildered by the thought of fitting something else into their schedules.

For this reason, Amazing Facts has outlined this step-by-step program to help each church maximize its influence and opportunities. From years of expert public evangelism experience, we have compiled six resources that, carefully followed, will dramatically increase your church’s evangelistic effectiveness during the 2005 satellite meetings. They are:
1. Technical Manual (information for technical logistics of a satellite downlink of NET05)

2. Organizational Manual (advertising, seminar staffing & logistics, visitation, and more)

3. Pre-Work Manual (the manual you are now reading)
4. Bible School Manual (how to run a Bible School in your local church, available upon request)

5. Gospel Net Action Class Materials (set of resources to run an evangelism training program, available only on line)

6. Spiritual Friends Packet (set of resources on how to nurture and disciple new believers available for purchase from Amazing Facts)

These resources will provide an easy-to-follow outline of the process of running a successful satellite evangelism meeting, from pre-work to preservation of new believers. CHAPTER TWO

WHY HASN’T SATELLITE EVANGELISM WORKED?
THE PARABLE OF THE FARMER

And it came to pass that a certain farmer decided to grow wheat. He spent weeks researching the best methods of planting. He cultivated the soil carefully, fertilizing and setting up his sprinkler system. He drove his battered truck to town and bought a tractor and a harvester. Then he impatiently waited for the first emerald sprouts to appear.

But day after day as he bounded out of bed and peered across the misty fields, he was disappointed. His precious wheat simply wasn’t growing. He checked the sprinklers, researched the soil, and prayed earnestly. Finally he bit his lip, went to his wheat farmer neighbors and asked the obvious question, “Why do you think my wheat isn’t growing?”

His farmer friends’ trucks charged into his driveway in clouds of dust. Together in silence the farmers marched out to view his dark fields, in strange contrast to the brilliant green all around. They scratched their heads and asked, “What kind did you plant?”
Our farmer friend was speechless. He kicked a clod of dirt around, shuffled his boots and mumbled awkwardly. “I prayed for wheat. I worked hard. I really wanted it to grow. But I guess I never actually planted seeds.”
“IT JUST DOESN’T WORK”

No one needs to tell you that the parable of the farmer isn’t a true story. No farmer would expect a harvest when he hadn’t planted anything. Unfortunately, the same is not true of churches. Professional public evangelists can all testify to having preached at churches where the members have sowed few or no seeds in the community, but are frustrated and bitterly disappointed when the meetings do not bring the harvest of which they had dreamed and prayed. Time after time we have heard the disillusioned words, “Evangelism just doesn’t work anymore.”

As II Corinthians 9:6 reminds us, “He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully.” Galatians 6:7 adds, “Whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.” This is our promise to claim: If we sow wisely and bountifully, God will give us a rich harvest.
SATELLITE EVANGELISM
Many churches have had disappointing experiences with “evangelism that didn’t work.” Thousands of dollars were poured into evangelistic meetings in which few, if any, baptisms resulted. This has particularly been the case with satellite evangelism in the past. 
Why hasn’t satellite evangelism worked as well as it should? There are three principal reasons:

1. In this busy age, churches tend to rely on handbills and advertising to bring people to the meetings. (However, typically only 1 per thousand comes from handbills alone.) If members do not invite their friends, very few people turn out for the evangelistic series. It is impossible for the meetings to reap a harvest that has not been sown.

2. Some churches simply turn on the projector each night for “whoever wants to attend” and then expect people to drop their former lives and spontaneously join the church. With no personal encouragement, few will be so inspired. Successful satellite evangelism includes personal invitations and other pre-work, a well-organized and friendly meeting, and personal follow-up.
3. Little or no money, time or energy is expended on the meetings. If the evangelistic series becomes simply one more program in church members’ overstuffed calendars, then the meeting will likely bring disappointing results. We invest in what we value. Investing prayer, money, time and enthusiasm will transform your satellite evangelism experience!

This is not to disparage those who have worked hard to share the gospel, and still have been disappointed. Sowing seeds does not necessarily ensure a rich harvest. However, God has promised to bless our wise and earnest efforts, and the proven process of sowing and cultivation is the best preparation for abundant reaping!

The truth is, public evangelism does work. It is one of the most effective forms of harvest available. However, public evangelism alone seldom works! Often we have overlooked the secret of the harvest: sowing seeds.
CHAPTER THREE

THE EVANGELISTIC CYCLE
The key to successful evangelism is understanding the harvest cycle. Barns full of ripened wheat come from hard work in the field and a careful process of nurturing seeds to full growth. And the barns are not the end of the journey, for from that crop come new seeds ready to be replanted for the next harvest. Thus, the harvest is not simply an event, but part of a cycle.
When we compare evangelism with the harvest cycle, we see that the cycle of evangelism consists of several specific steps, each of which is important to an ongoing and successful harvest:

1. Personal Preparation (spiritual revival & training)
2. Preparing the Soil (prayer, friendship, sharing our personal testimonies)
3. Planting Seeds (literature, Bible studies, small groups)
4. Cultivating for Harvest (short bridge events, seminars)
5. Harvesting (usually public evangelistic events)
6. Preserving the Harvest (nurturing & discipling)
7. REPEATING THE CYCLE! (Remember, the seed is IN the harvest.)
Understanding the cycle of evangelism “turns the light on” for many minds regarding why public evangelism has often fallen short of its goals:

A. Reason #1 We plant few or no seeds in preparation.

B. Reason #2 We forget to keep the cycle going.

Many people take time to warm up and “ripen” for harvest. Most of us can remember a time when someone had to patiently sow seeds and wait for us to “sprout” spiritually. This is part of why the cycle of evangelism must never cease—at the end of almost any evangelistic effort many promising prospects have not yet made their decisions. But many of these “disappointments” will yet ripen if they are not left to wither and die. Ecclesiastes 11:1-6 promises, “Cast thy bread upon the waters: for thou shalt find it after many days…. In the morning sow thy seed, and in the evening withhold not thine hand: for thou knowest not whether shall prosper, either this or that, or whether both shall be alike good.” We must keep inviting until the banquet hall is full (Matthew 22:1-14).

CORPORATE AND PERSONAL EVANGELISM CYCLES
In order for churches to be most effective in sharing Jesus’ love, they need the harmonious cooperation of two evangelism cycle components: corporate and personal. Most people will recognize these when they are described, but may not have heard them labeled before. Briefly, here is how they work.
The Corporate Evangelism Cycle
As all strategists and effective leaders know, if you aim for nothing, you will likely achieve it. The corporate evangelism cycle is an evangelism calendar for your church or community. It is, quite simply, a map of events and goals. Its purpose is to provide definite and attainable goals for an effective, repeating cycle of evangelism in your church and community.

Ideally, your corporate evangelism cycle should be a 12-month cycle, including a harvest (evangelistic meeting or revival with baptismal service) at 6 months and another at 12 months. Its success depends on planning and consistency. Changes and improvements are necessary and healthy, but if the cycle dead-ends, the church will too. If you don’t want your church to turn into the Dead Sea, never stop sharing Jesus!
The Personal Evangelism Cycle

The personal evangelism cycle, unlike the corporate evangelism cycle, does not specify ideal time periods. Personal cycles, not unlike persons, vary in speed. The personal evangelism cycle represents an individual’s growth through the phases of the evangelism cycle. A critical part of success in personal work is helping people progress through the phases of their personal cycle, without either hindering or rushing them.

Working Together
As your church or community experiences the corporate evangelism cycle, you will work with people in many different phases of their personal growth cycles. A person who is just beginning to “sprout” a spiritual interest may attend the final night of your evangelistic series, or perhaps the baptism. This is a golden moment—but probably not for making a decision for baptism. Make friends and offer Bible studies! On the other hand, if you are developing a friendship with someone and you find they’ve been studying the Bible and looking for a Sabbathkeeping church, don’t make them wait for an evangelistic meeting before inviting them to attend church or prepare for baptism.

The cycle must repeat frequently in order to “harvest” people as they become ready. A person may not be ripe for a decision during their first evangelistic series; however, if there is an opportunity in the next few months, they may be ready. This is why the corporate cycle must keep repeating.

AN EVANGELISM CALENDAR

Success with the corporate evangelism cycle demands a definite plan, a continuing cycle, and “waterproof” links between phases in the cycle, ensuring that people do not “slip through the cracks,” but progress to reaping if possible. In order to be most effective, there must be specific objectives for each phase as well as the entire cycle. Goals for measurable results are amazingly inspirational.
To accomplish this, your church must implement an evangelistic calendar. This simple tool helps all church members to easily follow the church’s progress and become aware of the cycle. Emphasize its importance and where you are on it weekly. This will go far in motivating and uniting your church.

CHAPTER FOUR
PRE-WORK EVENTS

OVERVIEW OF PRE-WORK EVENTS
This chapter consists of an overview of the programs available to your church, and gives organizational tools to help in their implementation. It is designed to make you familiar with the broad plan of NET05, so that you and your church can see how you fit into this great work.
1.  OH FOR REVIVAL
This is a ten-day revival series that was broadcast from Chattanooga November 5-14 of 2004. It can be viewed online by logging on to www.04revival.org and going to the program archive.
2.  “Gospel Net” Action Class
The “Gospel Net” Action Class is a wonderful way to begin effective Bible study and outreach programs in your church community. The class launches two important aspects of church outreach: 1) training leaders and 2) empowering those leaders to mobilize the rest of the church family (through “Soup and Salvation”—see next section).

3. “SOUP AND SALVATION”
“Soup and Salvation” is a weekly program for the church family to come together for fellowship and service. The program provides inspiration and organization through prayer, hospitality, literature distribution, visitation, mailing, Bible studies and many other ministries. It is one of the most effective ways to develop “togetherness” and simultaneously mobilize in the great work of seeking and saving the lost.
4.  BRIDGE EVENTS
When Jesus came to save sinners, He caught those sinners’ attention in a variety of ways. Today many thirsty souls do not even know they are longing for the Water of Life. In their search for meaning, they long for health, happy families, financial stability, and other things. These bridging programs help the church minister to felt needs. They are an ideal opportunity to invite friends and family, break down prejudice, and awaken interest in the biblical and prophetic topics that will be presented in the NET05 seminar. Log on to www.net05.org for developing plans.
5. NET05 SEMINAR
Hosted by Doug Batchelor, the NET05 Seminar provides a dynamic and Christ-centered approach to the end-time prophecies and biblical teachings. The time couldn’t be better for such an event, as the interest in prophecy is now at an all-time high in both religious and secular circles. This exceptional program will be hosted at the General Conference auditorium, as well as at many downlink sites. Be sure to sign up as a downlink site, as seating will be very limited in the main auditorium. Program dates are March 4-26, 2005.
6. SPIRITUAL FRIENDS AND VISITATION FOLLOW-UP
The Spiritual Friends and visitation program will guide members and church leaders through effective follow-up.

CHAPTER FIVE
PRAYER MINISTRY
PRAYER MINISTRY
Every person and every aspect of your series is dependent on prayer. We urge you to join the Amazing Facts staff and friends in praying for God’s Spirit and grace to be poured out on every church, pastor and team.

A neighborhood-based intercessory prayer ministry that brought excellent success in the evangelism preparation for the NET ’98 series is outlined below. (Adapted from material by Russell Burrill, Director of the North American Division Evangelism Institute.)

1.
Get together with a few like-minded people who share your passion for soulwinning.

2. 
Communicate your vision to the rest of the church. One possible approach is to celebrate communion and invite others who wish to make a covenant with God to join the effort at this time.

3. Have a week of prayer or prayer meeting series on intercessory prayer. Especially focus on the principles of intercessory prayer and neighborhood prayer ministry. Use one of the following as a guide:
a. Roger J. Morneau’s books and videos, focusing on faith stories and the principles of intercessory prayer: 

Incredible Answers to Prayer
More Incredible Answers to Prayer

When You Need Incredible Answers to Prayer (Hagerstown, MD: Review & Herald Publishing Association, 1995)
b. Ron Halvorsen’s Prayer Warriors Manual (Fallbrook, CA: Hart Research Center, 1995)
c. Joe Engelkemier’s Thirty Days to a More Effective Prayer Life (Nampa, ID: Pacific Press, 1998)
4. 
Start small neighborhood intercessory prayer groups.

5. 
Decide together what geographic area your group is going to reach for God. 

6. Recruit three levels of prayer warriors:
a. Level 1 Prayer Warrior: Pray daily for the church, NET05, and the requests coming in from the community. Meet for ten minutes with fellow prayer warriors each Sabbath (time to be specified). Once a month all prayer warriors meet and spend one hour praying together. Prayer requests should be specific; when God answers, prayer warriors will be encouraged as they see their petitions being fulfilled. 

b. Level 2 Prayer Warrior: All that Level 1 does, and in addition select a block in the neighborhood that your group decided it would work to prepare for the series. Walk the area with your family or with your prayer partner, and as you do, talk to God about each neighbor. Take time to listen to what God tells you through the indwelling Holy Spirit. (See John 10:27; 14:26; 16:13,14.) Don’t be surprised if, as you walk by a certain house, the Holy Spirit leads you to pray in a very specific way. (See Rom. 8:26; Eph. 6:18.)
Bring the light of the Son of God into your neighborhood. Pray for the forgiveness of their sins, that the blood of Christ, poured out on Calvary, will cover them and cast the evil one from their homes and lives. And finally, pray that God will fill them with peace. 
The week before NET05, personally give an invitation to each home on the block.

c. Level 3 Prayer Warrior: Include all that Levels 1 and 2 do, and in addition, leave a prayer request doorknob hanger (Available from Color Press) or a note to let the neighbors know that you are praying for them regularly, and that you would like to know their specific prayer requests. Ask residents to place these on their doorknobs to be picked up at a specified time.

When you return, if the door hanger has not been left out, knock on the door, show the prayer request card, and say, “Last week I came by and left a hanger like this on your door, and I wonder if you saw it and have had a chance to look at it?” If the person says “No,” then you can say, “Let me explain what we are doing. The Seventh-day Adventist church, together with other neighbors, is praying for you and the rest of our neighbors. We are seeing God’s answers in many lives. If you need God’s blessing in a specific area of your life, may I pray for you?” Give them the card and ask them when would be a convenient time to pick it up. Another option would be to knock on the door on the first visit rather than leave the door hanger, and follow the last part of the script above.

Pray for the specific needs mentioned on all the cards or door hangers collected.

7. 
Pray for the requests daily and also at the weekly meeting. Go boldly before the throne of grace and prepare for an avalanche of answers.

8. 
In teams of two, stop back at homes and ask how things are going. Prayer warriors will do this regularly, building relationships based on people’s needs and interests. Invite people to a neighborhood intercessory small group that will study a particular book on prayer. Pray for the neighborhood, and pray for specific requests in the group.

9. 
Invite others to any felt-need event being held at the time that might relate to their prayer requests.

10.
Deliver quarterly reports to the church about answered prayers. Neighbors and small group participants will be invited to attend a Sabbath service dedicated to praising God and hearing faith stories and what God is doing in specific groups, highlighting answered prayers. These Sabbaths will nurture the small groups and encourage others to join.

CHAPTER SIX
RECLAIMING LOST MEMBERS
THEY’RE READY
There’s good news: the Holy Spirit is convicting former members of your church to return. These non-attending members are “ripe” for an invitation to come home. What can you and your church do about it?  The following is a brief outline of suggested strategies for reaching out to your former members and non-attending members.

There are three basic steps in reclaiming lost members:

1. Get names and find out why people left.
2. Visit the former members and seek to reclaim them, listening to them and inviting them to events.
3. Nurture these new believers into a renewed commitment to Christ and His church.
WHERE ARE THEY?
In Seeking His Lost Sheep (available from Review and Herald Publishing Association), Fordyce Detamore has suggested this “drop-out track” as a common way that people leave the church:
1. A member has a cluster of stressful events.

2. He/she makes subtle attempts to reach out for help.

3. The pastor and church members do not respond in the desired way.

4. The hurting member feels angry or hurt at the non-response.

5. His/her involvement in church decreases.

6. The pastor and members do not respond.

7. The hurting member quits attending, expecting to be contacted.

8. No one contacts him/her to ask why he/she dropped out.

9. He/she tries to forget the painful memory.

10. He/she reinvests the time formerly spent at church.

In large congregations, members tend not to notice the disappearance of some members over the years. This poses a problem in that many names on the church books may not be recognized by church board members. Probably the simplest way to discover who these people are is to distribute a list of unfamiliar names to the church members, asking them to fill in any information they have about any names on the list. (Be sure to collect the lists.) Amazing Facts has also prepared a sample form (taken from Fordyce Detamore’s Seeking His Lost Sheep) that members can fill out regarding former members. It’s a proven survey that will greatly aid in the process of narrowing the search for ex-members. You can use it as is or adjust it to your church’s specific needs. (See end of this chapter for the printable form.)
Small congregations can actually be faced with a greater challenge than larger churches, because current members are likely to remember the unpleasant situations that led to members’ leaving. In some cases, present members may not desire to visit former members. Prayer, apologies and some mediation may be necessary, but healing is always possible through the grace of Christ. (Some helpful resources are listed at the end of this chapter.)
The search for straying members is a real battle in a real life-or-death war. Intercessory prayer is the most powerful weapon in this conflict, so as much as possible, the entire church must unite in this ministry. Solicit a commitment from your church family to pray each day, perhaps at an established time, for the non-attending members on the list. Pray for those doing visitation as well.
HELPFUL TIPS FROM Seeking His Lost Sheep
Other sources for names of former members or non-attending members:

1. Church records

2. Church guest book

3. Referrals from Adventist relatives/friends
4. Church school records
A few do’s:
1. Get to the point within a few minutes.
2. Let the bitterness come out. Listen kindly; listen interestedly; listen calmly.

3. Always close your visit with prayer.

“Do not ask if prayer is desired. Close your visit something like this: ‘Well, we must be going. [That statement always relaxes people!] But before we leave, let’s just bow our heads for a moment of prayer.’ And as you are saying this, just bow your head and start praying a short, sincere prayer. It is not necessary to kneel though sometimes it is possible to do so without embarrassment” (Seeking His Lost Sheep, p. 76). In your prayer, you can say things like, “Help him to know that we love him and long for him to come back.” “Forgive us for the hurt we in the church have caused him, and may he know there’s a welcome awaiting him upon his return.” “May his children be safe in following his footsteps, and may they lead for sure to heaven at last.” “May he not keep You waiting too long.” “May he know that we love him and that You love him, and in spite of all the unkindness he has endured, may he be willing to forgive the past.” “Help us to be more careful in the future not to wound Your child again.” “We remember that it says of Jesus, Those are the wounds with which I was wounded in the house of my friends” (Seeking His Lost Sheep, p. 76).
4. Give a brief invitation to come out to the evening seminar meeting or to church the next Sabbath. Don’t try to squeeze out a promise that he will attend. This will undo the good you have done. Your whole visit should be conducted in a casual, friendly way, endeavoring to leave the former member relaxed, with a knowledge that you really love him and care about his return.” Seeking His Lost Sheep, p. 78.
5. Leave immediately after prayer.

A few don’ts:
1. Don’t act shocked.

2. Don’t defend anyone.

3. Don’t betray the backslider’s confidence. As Ezekiel 33:16 says, “None of his sins that he hath committed shall be mentioned unto him: he hath done that which is lawful and right; he shall surely live.”

4. Don’t stay long. Ten to fifteen minutes is usually long enough, except in rare occasions when you must listen to a long and involved story of bitterness.

1. Don’t accept money.
2. Don’t dismiss a backslider as hopeless because he is too far away.

3. Don’t argue about church standards.
Follow-up:
1. After your initial visit, put their name on the church list for social events (NOT solicitation events).

2. Stay in touch. From time to time, telephone the former member, keeping him informed on interesting church-family news.

3. Use important coming events as an excuse for a return visit to invite him out.

4. Ask someone of his type or age group to call and get acquainted.

a. Help solve personal problems that obstruct church attendance, such as babysitting, transportation, or care-giving.
5. If appropriate, occasionally stop by their home with a book, a loaf of bread, a bouquet of flowers, or a basket of fruit.

6. After you have become better acquainted, send greeting cards for birthdays and special holidays.

7. Send in their name and address for the Review and Herald and Signs of the Times.
8. Give a personal and mailed invitation to all public seminars.

9. Put forth every effort in your power to see that the former member is present during a call for surrender or at a special Sabbath morning consecration service (baptism).

10. If the backslider does come to church or Sabbath School, don’t gush over him, but show restrained and sincere appreciation for his coming. Introduce him to others in his age group or social circle.

11. Take a personal interest in his children.

12. If the family has financial needs, present them to the appropriate church leaders/department.

13. Urge the individual to listen to our TV and radio programs available in their area.

WISE AS SERPENTS, HARMLESS AS DOVES
Jesus’ plan of visiting in pairs is wise wherever possible. “God never designed that, as a rule, His servants should go out singly to labor” (Evangelism, p. 73). While one member is in conversation, the other can pray for the Holy Spirit’s convicting influence and guidance. Also, in some cases, it’s best to have both members involved in the conversation. One may remember details the other has forgotten, or notice subtle reactions. A visit can re-open painful wounds.


Wherever possible, “match up” visiting members with the ones being visited according to similar cultural backgrounds, careers, income levels, family backgrounds, etc.
If your pastor cannot come with you, consult together before setting out on your mission.
Remember that much and probably most of your job consists of attentive and sympathetic listening. Be a Christ-like friend.
Look for ways to minister to the needs of the former member. Often they need more than a simple visit to convince them that the church does care about them personally. 
Pull over before you are within view of the house and pray for the Holy Spirit’s guidance.

When you go to the door, you can say something like this:

“Hi, I’m ___________ and this is ___________. We’re with the _________________ Seventh-day Adventist Church. We wanted to come by and get acquainted.”
[Be friendly and warm but not too gushy. If they invite you inside, ask about job, family, and other friendship builders. After a few minutes or when it comes up naturally in conversation, ask:]
“You used to attend our church. How long ago was that? Have you thought about coming back to our church?”
[This may open up a lengthy discussion. Listen attentively, making sure you hear all they have to say. Reassure them that the church family will seek a resolution if needed, and wants to see them back again. Before you leave, be sure to invite them to the series.]
“And the redeemed will be sharers in His joy, as they behold, among the blessed, those who have been won to Christ through their prayers, their labors, and their loving sacrifice” (The Great Controversy, p. 647).

ADDITIONAL RESOURCES AND MATERIALS
We recommend that you have complimentary materials with you:
· If a first visit goes well but the non-attending member person does not want a follow-up visit, you can give them a copy of How to Survive and Thrive in Church or a similar non-threatening book. Be sure to have your phone number written inside in case they want to contact you. Then allow the Holy Spirit to work on them through the printed word. (If your church has the available resources, it would be appropriate to give a copy to every contact you encounter.) 

· You can also copy Doug Batchelor’s article “The Power of Plodding” from the January/February 2004 issue of the Inside Report 
· If it is impossible to visit every non-attending member (they have moved, etc.) send them a book with a note, such as, “We were thinking about you. We wanted you to know you are loved.”
We also encourage you to check out resources that will help your church prepare itself for the work ahead.

· The stirring book It’s About People, by Jim Hohnberger, offers a deeper appreciation for the ones for whom Jesus gave His life. It will open new insights into the reason we seek after the backslidden. 

· Seeking His Lost Sheep by Fordyce Detamore provides a wealth of information in seeking and responding to the needs of the backslidden. You will get a firsthand look at many in-home encounters with lost members, and get practical, effective know-how in reaching them for the Lord. 

· Finally, you can also get in-depth programs and materials from Adventist Reconciliation Services that provide:
· Professional growth for pastors and teachers 

· Mediation and arbitration services for individuals 

· "Congregation Conflict Intervention" services for churches 

· Training in Christian conciliation 

· Adventist networking with already-trained conciliators

CHAPTER SEVEN
COMBINING EVANGELISTIC MEETINGS WITH A BIBLE SCHOOL

ADVANTAGES

Having a Bible school is one of the most effective means of preparing your community for a seminar or evangelistic meeting:
• The Bible lessons review and reinforce the message heard from the pulpit, helping listeners to retain more of the message.
• The Bible lessons give participants an opportunity to respond through the answer sheets, and to interact with someone in addition to the evangelist. Two-way communication is vital.
• The Bible School makes it easy for interests to form friendships with local members so they feel comfortable when invited to church.
• The Bible lessons enable you to discover and clarify points needing clarification and to pray with students.
• The Bible lessons provide vital response information (obtained from the returned answer sheets and from conversations with the students) that helps guide those helping interests reach decisions.
• Some of the visitors attending the reaping meeting will not fill out the decision cards; however, many will enroll in the Bible course during the meetings and will record their decision on the answer sheets.

SATURATE YOUR COMMUNITY
Thousands of souls can be won by enrolling people in a Bible study course. Requests for Bible lessons can be serviced by personal delivery, videos, in-home group studies, correspondence or a combination of two or more of these. Following are several ways to reach people:

1. Enroll friends: Enroll friends, family, co-workers, neighbors and casual daily contacts using lesson #1 or an enrollment card. Keep a supply of enrollment cards in your car, home, pocket, or purse, and offer to mail the enrollment card for them. Have Sabbath School members take and hand out cards weekly. Hand out cards during the “Soup and Salvation” program.
2. Cards in personal mail: Enclose an enrollment card with utility, credit card and other payments, with Christmas, birthday, anniversary and graduation cards and in other personal mail.

3. Mass distribution of enrollment cards: Enroll people by a mass distribution of enrollment cards. The Voice of Prophecy has information regarding bulk mailing services (1-877-955-2525 or 805-955-7659). Project: Steps to Christ is offering bulk mailing of Steps to Christ with a Bible study enrollment card insert (1-800-728-6872 or 518-358-2541). The cards come to a central address and are distributed to your school on a daily basis.
4. Radio spots: Purchase radio spots for an advertising blitz that supports and increases the results during a mass distribution of enrollment cards.

5. Community survey: Conduct a door-to-door survey as a way of getting enrollments.

6. Newspaper inserts: Have Bible study enrollment cards or specially designed newspaper inserts blown into the local newspaper.

7. Display ads: Place ads in newspapers, newsletters and local magazines. Amazing Facts has excellent ads available in a number of sizes and styles. They can be accessed online at www.amazingfacts.org by clicking on the link “Get Involved” just under the Amazing Facts logo, and then clicking on “Advertise” (in the top right-hand corner).
8. Bulletin board ads: Place ads on bulletin boards in stores, laundromats and other public places.

9. Small groups: Enroll people in a small group Bible study course.

10. Personal delivery: House-to-house visitation using a study guide or enrollment card. Amazing Facts has cards available for door-to-door distribution (call 1-800-538-7275 to order). Make sure you write your church’s code on each card to ensure that names and requests are returned to your school. Codes can be obtained from Amazing Facts.
For more information on how to personally obtain Bible study interests, please see the suggested surveys and door approaches listed in the Resources section of this manual.
The essential ingredient is prayer! A prayer ministry is essential for the success of a Bible School for we are in a spiritual battle! Pray for your students, pray over each mailing and have prayer teams pray while others visit.

The Amazing Facts Bible School will provide assistance with the following:

1. By providing study guide answer keys for locally operated Bible schools or small groups (you can also check for these online at www.net05.org).  

2. By taking students through the Bible correspondence course at the Amazing Facts corporate office, graduating them and providing reports on their progress. 

3.  By providing student activity reports for students enrolled at the Amazing Facts corporate office. These reports are an excellent source of names of persons to invite to any evangelistic meeting or seminar.

· We provide a student activity report which gives full information on the students enrolled under your code number (i.e. name, address, telephone number, lessons sent, grades, dates of mailing, and graduation if applicable).

· We also provide a student activity report for ALL of the students currently enrolled in our Bible course (including graduates), which will include those you have enrolled and those who heard about the course from other sources such as television or radio. This report is generated by zip code. (Please note that student activity reports cannot be e-mailed with our current software program, but can be mailed or faxed.) Reports are not automatically generated, but are issued upon request.

· This same report can be converted into an Excel document which gives names and addresses only. It can be mailed, faxed or e-mailed.

USING A DISCOVER BIBLE SCHOOL

Amazing Facts and the Voice of Prophecy Bible Schools are cooperating in providing Bible study lessons to those requesting them. In NET 2005 the two ministries are teaming together to provide the local church with optimum pre-work support. 

Instead of duplicating services and manuals it is recommended that you establish a Discover Bible School and use and follow the Discover Bible School Manual from the Voice of Prophecy.  The details and principles apply to any Bible Lessons and materials you choose to use. 

The Voice of Prophecy and Amazing Facts Bible Schools encourage you to use Bible lessons, videos/DVDs and other study materials of your choice. However, for the NET 2005 Meeting it is recommended that you use the Amazing Facts Bible Study Guides.  This will link the Bible study interests to the NET meeting and will be an incentive for their attendance. 

If you have questions regarding the operation of your Discover Bible School, you can call for assistance. Free manuals, how-to videos, and other information are available.

OPERATING A DISCOVER BIBLE SCHOOL
A Discover Bible School will assist with the preparation, reaping and follow-up/discipling for the NET 2005 satellite event. If you decide to have a Bible school, there are four options available:

1. Continue an already-functioning Discover Bible School.
2. Establish a new Discover Bible School.
3. Re-start a past Discover Bible School that is not in operation.
4. Use Discover Bible School materials without establishing a school at this time.

This packet refers to Discover Bible School (DBS) materials. If you don’t have a Discover Bible School, the information is still applicable to your local church. You do not need a DBS to participate in NET 2005 and receive assistance from Amazing Facts and the Voice of Prophecy Bible School. 
What is a Discover Bible School?

A Discover Bible School is a group of church members with a vision to help others, including their friends and neighbors, to study the Bible. The members organize into a Discover Bible School, a cooperating branch of the Voice of Prophecy Headquarters Bible School.
“Discover Bible School” is an umbrella title covering more than just the Discover Bible Guides and correspondence. Local churches use Voice of Prophecy Bible Guides and other Bible study guides and videos/DVDs from Seventh-day Adventist print, radio, and TV ministries. For the NET 2005 meetings, the Amazing Facts Study Guides will be used for the preparation phase. Then students will be invited to hear Amazing Facts Speaker, Doug Batchelor. Other lessons from Amazing Facts (the Storacles of Bible Prophecy) or the Discover Guides can be used for the follow-up.

A Discover Bible School is designed to include a local church’s entire Bible study outreach to its community. The school’s aim is to provide a variety of flexible options and approaches that will reach as many people as possible!
The Discover Bible School will assist your church in accomplishing three things:
1. Starting a Bible School.

2. Reaping interests. 

3. Following up Bible study and other NET interests.
How to Start a Discover Bible School
1. Pray.

2. Call the Voice of Prophecy Bible School (1-877-955-2525 or 805-955-7659) and ask for the free DBS Information Packet and video, "Hearts Are Lighting Up." 

3. Watch the video and become familiar with the Discover Bible School Manual. Show the video to your church family.

4. Discuss the Discover Bible School concept with your church board, and vote to organize a Discover Bible School. Prepare a budget and get board approval.

5. Select a supervisor (coordinator) and an associate supervisor for the school. Also, obtain a post office box and list it as:

6. Order the materials to set up your Discover Bible School. 

7. Register your Discover Bible School with the VOP. Use the registration form available from the VOP by calling toll-free 877-955-2525. Select the ZIP/postal codes you wish to service. All interest names that come to the VOP with those ZIP/postal codes will be sent directly to you.

8. Call the following ministries and get Bible study interest names for your area.

9. Establish a prayer ministry if your local church does not already have one.

Setting up a Discover Bible School at the Meeting Site
• A Bible school table set up at the meeting site allows attendees who are currently enrolled in the Bible course can pick up lessons and return answer sheets.
• Attendees not previously enrolled in a Bible course can take a Bible course during the meetings.

Equipment and supplies needed:
• An attractive display table in a highly visible area.
• A “Bible School” banner (2' x 8') above the table.
• A lesson display and directional sign at the entrance, pointing to the table.
• Enrollment cards.
• Lessons and a filing box for organizing them.
• Introductory letters for lesson #1 (included in the DBS Manual).
• Two answer sheet trays or files: “To Be Graded” and “To Be Returned.”
• An alphabetical file box or folders in which to place graded answer sheets each evening.
• A three-ring binder containing student records, or a computer record.
• Answer keys and colored pens for grading.


Personnel needed:
Those ministering at the Discover Bible School table must be friendly, caring, non-argumentative, organized members with a burden for people. They should know how to compliment, encourage, and answer questions that build bridges and not walls.

Directions:
• When a person comes to the table to enroll, have them fill out a Bible lesson enrollment card. The card simply asks for their name and address.
• Give lesson #1 and a welcome letter to the person who enrolls. Explain to them that they take the lesson home, and after reading the lesson, they fill out the answer sheet and return the completed answer sheet to the table the next night and pick up the next lesson.
• The person’s returned answer sheet is placed in the “To Be Graded” folder or tray. After the evening meeting, the answer sheets are corrected. Everyone receives a grade of Good, Very Good, Excellent, or Perfect. The corrected answer sheet is placed in the “To Be Returned” folder.
• The completed lesson information is recorded on the student record sheet in the three-ring binder containing student records, or entered in a computer record.
• Once the answer sheets are graded and the grade is recorded, the sheets are filed in the alphabetical file box or folder.
• When the person returns to the table to bring you their filled-out answer sheet from a previous night, give them their corrected answer sheet and the next lesson.
• Encourage students and use every opportunity possible to establish friendships.
• Plan to have a least one graduation before the evangelistic meeting is over.
• Don’t get ahead of the evangelist’s topics with the Bible lessons.


Graduations at the Meeting Site
Scheduling a graduation the first night of the meeting for students who are eligible to receive their diploma motivates students to attend the first meeting. The graduation ceremony on the first night of the meeting helps motivate others to enroll.

Directions:
• Put the diplomas of those receiving them that evening in an alphabetical folder.
• Have those eligible to graduate inform you they are present when they arrive at the meeting. Take their diploma out of the alphabetical file.
• Have those graduating come forward and receive their diplomas when you call their name. Be as simple or formal as you desire.
• Presenting a free gift to those who graduate adds a special touch to the graduation. Signs and Message magazines offer a special gift subscription price to the local church to provide a gift subscription to the graduates. The Voice of Prophecy has gift certificates for this purpose, too.
• Following the graduation, make sure everyone is invited to be part of a small group Bible study or individual studies in their home.

Following Up Interests After NET 2005
Following the meetings, make sure all graduates, interests, and those baptized are invited to be part of small group Bible studies, seminars or individual studies in their homes. If these are impossible, deliver lessons to their homes on a regular basis.

HOW TO USE THE MILLENNIUM OF PROPHECY VIDEOS/DVDs
Amazing Facts is recommending the use of Millennium of Prophecy (Net New York ’99) videos and DVDs as pre-work for the Net ’05 series. These videos help people to connect with Pastor Doug before the meetings begin and provide a natural transition to inviting them to the satellite meetings.

Instructions for Sharing the Video and Lessons:
1. Leave the Bible study and video with the interest.

· Tell contact/friend a little about Pastor Doug (one of my favorite speakers, very entertaining, etc.). Especially mention anything you think they will relate to in his testimony or find interesting.

· Encourage contact/friend to use his or her Bible to fill in study blanks before watching the video.

· Tell them to write down questions to ask next week.

· Explain that the Bible study is theirs to keep for free, and the video is loaned to them for a week to enhance the study. (There are two studies on each video.)

· Stress the importance of having the lesson completed so that you can review it and answer questions.

2. Set up appointment for next week.

· Write date and time of next week’s appointment on the top of the lesson.

· Let them know you will only have 15-30 minutes to review the lesson with them, depending on how many questions they have.

3. Be ready for any objections the person may raise.

· Sympathize with any time objection, and suggest something that has worked for you. “Things have been really tight lately for me too, but I found I could watch while I ate breakfast….”

· Emphasize the value of what they will learn about prophecy, the Bible, a relationship with God (or whatever else they seem motivated by).

· If they seem hesitant, suggest they try it for a couple of weeks and see how it goes.

· If appropriate, ask if they have any prayer requests. Offer to pray with them there, or at home tonight, whichever they prefer.

Instructions for Studying the Lesson Together:
1. Mention that you have enjoyed going through the study this week yourself. Tell a short personal testimony about how it inspired or helped you.

2. Ask if they had any questions about the study.

3. If you don’t know how to answer a question, say something like, “That’s a good question. Let me study about that this week and get back to you. I know what I think, but I don’t want to share what I think. I want to find what the Bible has to say about it for you.”

4. If they ask about something that is to come in the future, say, “That’s a good question. We have a study on that topic coming up later.”

5. At the end of study, summarize by:

· reviewing the applications.

· condensing these thoughts into a decision.

· sealing the decision with prayer.
ONLINE MISSIONARY PROGRAM WITH AMAZING FACTS’ BIBLE UNIVERSE
If you church members have access to the internet, some of them may want to consider becoming an “online missionary” with Amazing Facts. By attaching a link to their emails, they can invite people to enroll in the free Bible Universe courses. Reports on the students progress are then sent to the online missionary who in turn is able to follow up with that person and give them gift booklets. The online missionary also receives information on all Bible students in their area.
CHAPTER EIGHT
“GOSPEL NET” ACTION CLASS
The “Gospel Net” Action Class is a class covering the essentials of witnessing. It will prepare you to do pre-work, visitation, and follow-up in your community. It begins with foundational skills and covers how to give Bible studies, do visitation during an evangelistic meeting, and nurture new believers. It is designed to train leaders who will mentor and train others during a weekly outreach program called “Soup and Salvation.”
The “Gospel Net” Action Class draws heavily from Gary Gibbs’ book Winsome Witnessing, an excellent resource for soulwinners. It is recommended that each participant in the class have his or her own copy. 
Class participants should be selected based on love for Jesus, desire to reach out to the community, and their potential for leadership and training of others. We recommend a core group of up to 12 people. Class participants will be asked to:

· Attend weekly class—consistency is important

· Participate in “Soup and Salvation” one night of the week (involving 2-3 hours of weekly outreach)

· Mentor & train one or more church members during the “Soup and Salvation” outreach time

You may consider your personal ministry leader, Bible worker, pastor, or someone gifted in training & inspiration of members as a possible class leader. The class outlines will be brief, enabling the leader and other participants to share personal experiences and use creativity.
The “Gospel Net” Action class can best be implemented as follows:

· Pastoral staff chooses a teacher to lead out in the class.

· Venue and start date for class is determined.
· Pastoral staff and class teacher select and contact up to 12 participants.
Recommended resources are as follows:

Winsome Witnessing, by Gary Gibbs, available from Amazing Facts. A copy of this book will be necessary for the leader, and for maximum benefit, it is recommended that each participant have a copy.

CHAPTER NINE
“SOUP AND SALVATION”
People love to get together for food and fellowship. Why not try a weekly experience of community outreach? That’s what the early Christians did in the book of Acts (see Acts chapter 2), and the gospel quickly reached throughout the then-known world. It can happen again when believers come together with love for Jesus, love for the lost, and a common mission.

“Soup and Salvation” is a weekly program to bring your church family together for fellowship and service. The program provides inspiration and organization in prayer, children’s ministry, hospitality, literature distribution, visitation, mailing, Bible studies and more. It is one of the most effective ways to mobilize Christian fellowship in the great work of seeking and saving the lost.
PLEASE NOTE: Do not overload. Start with a realistic number of ministries you can manage with the leadership and people available, even if this means only one or two. Instead of overwhelming, this will help keep your program fun and inspiring.
PROGRAM & OVERVIEW OF MINISTRIES
Suggested schedule:
· 6:00-6:30 pm
Light supper
· 6:15-6:45 pm
Training video (see accompanying schedule)
· 6:45-7:00 pm
Divide for outreach activities and organize stations (Tables, circles of chairs, etc. can be labeled with ministry areas ahead of time.)
· 7:00-9:00 pm
Ministry activity
· 9:00 pm
Conclude program (Teams who are out in the field can go directly home after completing their mission, waiting until the following week to share reports.)

· This schedule may be adapted for the unique opportunities of your church. Find a time that works for your church. (Some congregations meet on Sabbath afternoons.)
Suggested Stations of Ministry:
· Hospitality Ministry
· Come early to prepare light supper for those who participate in “Soup and Salvation”
· Prepare baked goods to share with others (Cookies or bread for visitation & Bible study teams are a good start.)
· Children’s Ministry
· Provide a special program for the children of moms and dads who are involved in various ministries and/or studies.
· Think of mission projects for the kids to do: make cards for the shut-ins, bake cookies, etc.
· If possible, prepare older children to join the teams that go into the community too! Talk to their parents and see if they would be willing to let children go on visits or distribute literature.

· Secretarial Ministry
· Handle copying, record keeping, and other administrative services
· Prepare visitation cards for teams
· Organize mailing of letters, brochures, or other items
· Mail & grade lessons for correspondence Bible studies

· Prayer Ministry
· Pray while visitation and Bible study teams are out in the field
· Pray specifically for names of those being visited (secretary provides copy of interest cards) and for the needs of the church family

· Literature Distribution Ministry
· Distribute literature door-to-door (Literature may include Bible study enrollment cards, advertisements/invitations for up-coming programs and seminars, small non-confrontational books such as Happiness Digest, etc.)
· Visitation Ministry
· Visit members, people in the hospital, new residents of the community, non-attending members, and others
· Bring gifts or minister to needs
· Pray with those visited
· Bible Study Ministry
· Offer Bible studies to those on the church interest list, follow up on requests for Bible studies, conduct door-to-door surveys, give Bible studies
· Generate Bible study interests within each person’s circle of influence (family, friends, work associates, neighbors) and include interests generated from mailing, etc. If using interest cards generated through mailings, Bible study visitation teams should receive 4 interest cards each week. Provide 2 additional names per week to each team until they have 2 or more systematic weekly in-home Bible studies. If targeting each team member’s circle of influence, consider using “Circle of Influence” canvasses, “Letter to Family and Friends,” “Community Religious Surveys,” or “Neighborhood Surveys.” These surveys are included in the resources at the end of this manual.
· Bible studies can be given in one or more of the following ways:
· Weekly drop-off self-study lessons
· In-home studies
· Phone Ministry
· Make calls of encouragement to sick, shut-ins, or those who miss church.
· Gather Bible studies through phone surveys.
· Call members to ask about their friends, neighbors, or work associates who might be open to a Bible study, visit, or invitation to special programs
· Call to invite people to upcoming seminars

Getting Started:
· Explain & promote the “Soup and Salvation” during the personal ministries time at church prior to the start date. Include bulletin inserts (provided in resources at the end of this manual) encouraging members to sign up for various areas of interest. Ask members to place these completed forms in the offering plate. Organize your teams according to interests and number of people available, and order materials accordingly. Remember there are many who will not turn in a form, but if you personally invite them (on the phone or face-to-face), they will participate, be blessed, and become some of your most enthusiastic supporters.
· Organize members of the “Gospel Net” Action Class as team leaders for the different areas of ministry on “Soup and Salvation” night. Many people may be qualified to lead out in prayer ministry, hospitality, secretarial, and phone ministries, especially if your church family is already active in those areas. Those in the “Gospel Net” Action Class are generally best prepared as team leaders for visitation, Bible study, and literature distribution teams, as they will have received training in these areas.

· Meet with team leaders to make plans, order materials, and prepare for the “Soup and Salvation” program.

· Divide community surrounding the church into territories to be assigned to teams. Photocopy three copies of each territory, one for record keeping, another for the team working that territory, and another for the prayer team.

· Compile a list of current interests. Create three copies of visitation cards for each name: one for records, another for the team working with that name, and another for the prayer team. Put map coordinates on cards and divide them into territories.

 CHAPTER TEN
BRIDGE EVENTS—SHORT COMMUNITY PROGRAMS

In today’s restless world, many who are thirsting for the gospel don’t even know it. In their search for satisfaction they are troubled about health, finances, marriage, and parenting. Programs on such topics provide a great way to break down prejudice, and awaken interest in the biblical and prophetic topics that will be presented in the NET05 seminar. Log on to www.net05.org as plans develop for seminars in the Washington, D.C. area. Also plan to hold some programs in your own area in preparation for downlinking NET05.
GUIDELINES
1. Short bridge events are best. Long programs wear people out and overload them, sapping their energy for attending the next program you offer. Short programs leave them hungry for more—that’s what you want!

2. Offer the bridge events close to the opening night of the NET05 seminar (within 30 days) and be sure to include an “advertisement” for the upcoming prophecy seminar. Promote and give out pre-registration cards for NET05.

CHAPTER ELEVEN
PRE-REGISTRATION

Two biblical principles show us to how to effectively promote religious events:

· Repeat & enlarge. The Bible writers often repeated things, giving more detail each time. Think of Daniel—each vision repeats and adds more detail to the one before. Genesis gives the Creation account three times (Genesis 1:1, Genesis 1:2-2:3 & Genesis 2:3-25), each time expanding the details. When inviting people to a religious event, it is wise to mention it, then give more detail next time you talk about it, letting interest build.
· Remind. God knows that in the matter of taking time for religious activities, we must be reminded—that’s why the Sabbath commandment begins with “remember.” Satan will try to get them to forget, so wise soulwinners cooperate with the Holy Spirit by reminding.
POSSIBLE INVITATION SCHEDULE
1. First invitation—one month ahead. One month before opening night, make public announcements at church and encourage members to give verbal invitations to friends and family, promising a handbill later with details.

2. Second invitation—two weeks ahead. Two weeks before opening night, personally distribute handbills to all names on church interest list as well as to friends and family. When you share each handbill, have each person complete a pre-registration card to ensure seating.  Handbills and pre-registration cards are available from Color Press at www.adventistevangelism.org/net2005 (website to be available soon).

3. Third invitation—mail one and a half weeks ahead. Mail handbills and letters of invitation to people on church interest list.
4. Fourth invitation—as soon as pre-registered. Mail confirmation letters to all who have pre-registered.
5. Fifth invitation—three days ahead. Call all pre-registered guests three days prior to opening night to remind of meeting, see if they have any extra guests who would like to come, and see if they have any transportation needs.
6. Sixth invitation—after opening night. Visit or call those who pre-registered but didn’t make it to opening night. Bring them a handout from the meeting. Don’t say, “We missed you”—that can make them feel guilty or pressured. Try, “I know you wanted to come, so I saved you an outline from the meeting. Just look it over and you’ll be caught up for the next meeting. Tonight’s meeting is about ____. Hope you can make it!” If you don’t have time to visit everyone, call them and let them know what the next topic is and that you will save some materials for them to pick up.
HOW TO USE RESERVED SEATING CARDS

Reserved seating cards are an effective way to invite people to come to the meetings.  More than half of those you invite are likely to accept a reserved seating card.  These attractive cards remind them of the date, time and location of the meeting.  
A NOTE ABOUT THE MAIN SITE
Seating in the main General Conference auditorium is especially reserved for visitors from the community. If you are already a Seventh-day Adventist, we request that you consider attending a downlink site at one of the area churches; however, if you bring a non-SDA guest to the seminar, we will gladly make a seat available for you in the main General Conference auditorium.

CIRCLE OF INTEREST CANVASSES

(Taken from Winsome Witnessing by Gary Gibbs)
Everyone has a circle of persons whom they influence. This circle includes family, friends, neighbors, co-workers, and casual acquaintances. God has provided these relationships for a purpose – that we might be a winning influence. Here is a simple approach to help you lead them to Christ through Bible studies. Memorize any of these short canvasses and adapt it to suit your particular situation.
1. “I have just come across some interesting Bible study guides that you might be interested in. They cover Bible prophecy and other interesting topics. I’ve wanted to do them myself, but was hoping to find someone to share them with as well. I’d like to give you a couple of the lessons if they sound interesting to you.” (Show them the studies if you have them on hand. Set a time to meet with them once a week to go over the lessons together.)

2. “I am currently taking a class to help me learn the Bible better. I enrolled with the desire to grow in my personal understanding of the Bible and am really learning a lot and enjoying it. Part of the course involves sharing the Bible with others. A special set of Bible study guides have been designed for me to give to others. The guides are written so that people of all faiths can enjoy them. They are colorful, informative, and inspirational. They cover topics that are of interest to most people, like “If God is so good, why is the world so bad?” “What does the Bible have to say about our day?” and many others. Do you think this is something that you can help me with?” (Show them the study guides.)

3. If you are close to the beginning of an evangelistic series, you can say, “I recently heard about a seminar that is coming to town soon. It’s on Bible prophecy and how it relates to today. There are some Bible study guides that people are going through before the meetings. These studies will help better understand the Bible and prepare for the meetings. If you have an interest in this type of thing, I’m happy to get you the free guides as well.” (If they are interested, you will try to turn this into a study that you do together).
