(2) Healing the Demoniac in the Synagogue: Mark 1:21-28. Indeed, many are demon possessed – crime & violence and wickedness is rampant worldwide (savage, brutal, inhumane, senseless killings), wife beating, robberies, drunk-driving, torturing, kidnapping, rape, sodomizing (of even babies), prostitution (incl. male), bombing of houses and churches, drive-by shootings (even of children), shootings at schools, desecration of churches with excrement, outright devil worship, etc..        Many of us are in church, but like the Demoniac, we are possessed of an unclean spirit. We come on the Sabbath fully possessed.     What we need to do is to ask the Holy Spirit to possess us.

24Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.

25And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.
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Mark 1:26 (KJV)
26And when the unclean spirit had torn him, and cried with a loud voice, he came out of him.
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Mark 1:27 (KJV)
27And they were all amazed, insomuch that they questioned among themselves, saying, What thing is this? what new doctrine is this? for with authority commandeth he even the unclean spirits, and they do obey him.
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Mark 1:28 (KJV)
28And immediately his fame spread abroad throughout all the region round about Galilee.
